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“Our vision is a world free from violence, abuse and trauma.” 

 

The theme of the 14
th
 International Conference on Violence, Abuse and Trauma was “Promoting Peace in 

the Home, Your Community and the World: Linking Practice, Research and Policy Across the Lifespan.” 

The Conference included presentations and symposia by faculty and various experts in the fields of 

family violence, child maltreatment, elder abuse, youth violence, services for people with disabilities, 

trauma in the military, sexual violence, legal and criminal justice issues, healthcare and trauma in general.  

The Conference was hosted again by the Institute on Violence, Abuse and Trauma (IVAT), Alliant 

International University, Family Violence & Sexual Assault Institute (FVSAI), and Children’s Institute, 

Inc. 

 

Attendees  

 

Nearly 1,200 people were involved in one or more Conference activities throughout the week at 

our Affiliated Training Institutes, Conference and Post-Conference workshops. Approximately 160 

people attended the Affiliated Training Institutes on September 21
st
 and 22

nd
, and over 270 people 

attended the Post-Conference workshops on the afternoon of the26
th
.  Around 400 attendees were from 

California and 200 of these represented the San Diego County area.  From across the country, 49 states 

were represented. In addition, we had international representation.  There were 11 countries represented 

outside the United States, and over 35 international attendees, including those from American Samoa, 

Australia, Belgium, Canada, Haiti, Hong Kong, Iran, Israel, Japan, Norway, and Uganda. Conference 

attendees included social workers, psychologists, marriage & family therapists, advocates, attorneys, 

judges, law enforcement, probation and parole officers, clergy, nurses, physicians, policy makers, 

administrators, former victims, parents, and many others.    

 

Presenters 

 

Over 225 submissions were received from all over the world, on a wide range of family violence, 

child/teen/elder maltreatment, trauma, and sexual assault issues.  Presentations covered best practices, 

research, treatment, prevention, policies, and program information.  There were over 145 presenters 

involved in this Conference, including over 85 invited faculty members and 12 international presenters.

Special Sessions  

 

In honor of the Family Violence & Sexual Assault Institute’s 25
th
 Anniversary, this year’s 

Conference included the participation of more than 30 “trailblazers,” who have been working in the fields 

of violence, abuse and trauma over the past two and a half decades.  These invited speakers were 

highlighted in sessions such as: Sexually Abusive Youth-Changes in Treatment Over 25 Years, Victims 

Becoming Victimizers, Incarceration vs. Rehabilitation for At-risk Youth with Adverse Childhood 

Experiences, Conceptualization of Trauma in the Military, One Size Doesn’t Fit All: Incarceration vs. 

Treatment of Adult Sex and Intimate Partner Violence Offenders, Family Reunification Issues after 

Abuse? Can This Ever Be Achieved?, Intergenerational Repetition and Dissociation in Adult Survivors, 

Lessons Learned Over Two Decades of Research and Practice for Children Exposed to Violence or 

Abuse, and Legal vs. Therapeutic Interventions with Elders: Difficult Issues in our Aging Society.  

 

Conference Opening Ceremonies, Thursday September
 
24

th
   

 

The Conference opening presented this year’s theme: “Promoting Peace in the Home, Your 

Community, and the World: Linking Practice, Research, and Policy Across the Lifespan.” We featured 

two phenomenal plenary speakers, Lyric Thompson and Olegario Cantos. The first speaker, Policy 

Analyst and External Relations Officer at Women for Women International, Lyric, discussed the global 

efforts needed to provide advocacy and outreach efforts around targeted issues affecting women survivors 

of war. Following Ms. Thompson was Olegario Cantos III, Trial Attorney, Investigations Unit, Disability 

Rights Section (NYA), Civil Rights Division, U.S. Department of Justice. Mr. Cantos discussed serving 

victims with disabilities as a legal and moral obligation. Over 650 people attended the Opening 

Ceremonies.  

 

The Opening Ceremonies also included “Our Awakening, The Evolution of a Solution to End 

Violence and Abuse,” which portrayed video interviews with a variety of trail-blazing professionals 

discussing how the issues of violence, abuse and trauma were being addressed 25 years ago. This portion 

was produced by James Ellis of Legacy Productions and featured musician Charley Thweatt. 

 

Poster Reception & B.B. Robbie Rossman Annual Memorial Student Research Award, Thursday 

September 24
th

  

 

Forty-six posters were displayed in the Town & Country Ballroom, while people networked, 

asked questions, and discussed the poster presentations.  Appetizers and beverages were available for 

attendees, as they enjoyed the rich guitar duo sounds of Walden Pond, native to Minnesota. For the eighth 
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consecutive year, IVAT presented the B.B. Robbie Rossman Annual Memorial Student Research 

Award, which was established to honor Dr. Robbie Rossman, a pioneer in research focused on family 

violence, child maltreatment, and the impact of intimate partner violence on children.  Each year, the 

Award recipient receives a scholarship to the Conference the following year, and is recognized at the 

Poster Reception; his/her paper can then be published in one of the journals edited by IVAT. The winners 

of this year’s award were Theresa Marchetti, Ryan Arnold and Shofina Fazal for “Family Violence & 

Alcohol Availability: A Neighborhood-level Analysis.” 

 

Awards Recognition Luncheon, Friday September 25
th

  

 

 Several awards were given this year at the Awards Luncheon, where musician Charley Thweatt 

performed and actress Naomi Ackerman provided a teaser from her live performance, “Flowers Aren’t 

Enough – A One Woman Show on Domestic Violence.” Honors included the Leadership Council against 

Child Abuse and Interpersonal Violence/FVSAI Distinguished Media awards.  The Award for 

Distinguished Service and Excellence in Film was given to Kit Gruelle, producer of Private Violence, a 

documentary offering a portrait of the many different issues related to domestic violence, and the attitudes 

that help to perpetuate this epidemic. The Award for Distinguished Service and Excellence in Print Media 

was given to Victoria Balfour, for her more than 30 years as a New York city-based journalist, who 

increased awareness about domestic violence and sex abuse.  IVAT gave the award for Volunteer of the 

Year to Beatriz Cruz for her numerous efforts over many years to advance the mission of IVAT and the 

International Conference, through committed participation in the Conference planning committee and 

community networking.  The Lifetime Achievement Award in Advocacy went to Vivian Clecak, LCSW 

for her pioneer efforts in partnering with public corporations which led to the creation of a community-

wide funding program to build state-of-the-art domestic-violence shelter facilities and an innovative 

transitional living program through the organization she co-founded, Human Options. Casey Taft, Ph.D., 

received the Linda Saltzman Memorial Intimate Partner Violence Researcher Award for his on-going 

work on issues related to family violence, with emphasis on Intimate Partner Violence within military 

families. His research examining the characteristics of partner-violent men as well as factors associated 

with treatment compliance and outcomes has led to family-based interventions intended to promote the 

well-being of active-duty soldiers and their families.  The William Friedrich Memorial Child Sexual 

Abuse Research, Assessment, and or Treatment Award went to Sandy Wurtele, Ph.D., for her long 

history of working with numerous agencies to prevent child abuse, her development of Body Safety 

Training, a behaviorally-based program to help parents, educators and others teach children the skills and 

language to prevent sexual abuse, and for her research identifying essential components of effective abuse 

prevention programs. Paul Fink M.D. was also presented with a Lifetime Achievement Award for his 

tireless leadership, generous vision, compassion, advocacy, and consistent dedication to the needs of 

victims of violence and all vulnerable members of society.  

 

Stand Up and Dance Silver Celebration & Entertainment Evening, Friday September 25
th

   

 

On Friday evening we relaxed and celebrated FVSAI’s 25
th
 anniversary with live music and 

dancing. Entertainment was provided by exciting Orange County musicians, 3Blind Mice, and a 

Minnesota guitar duo, Walden Pond, both of whom work directly or indirectly with family violence. The 

evening featured an “End the Silence” Auction and raffle, which included a variety of community-

donated items, such as a sterling silver designer cuff bracelet, several baskets of couture parfum, visits to 

the television show Jimmy Kimmel Live and Bill Mahar, signed materials from Smallville and Scrubs 

television shows, wine, tickets to two Los Angeles Lakers basketball games, a “Day at Viejas” package, 

art and antiques, and sports memorabilia, including signed Charley Joiner caps and NFL jerseys.  Over 

$4,000 was raised from the silent auction and raffles, which all went to the FVSAI Family Violence 

Prevention Endowment Fund. 
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The Closing Plenary 

 

The final Closing Plenary speakers on Saturday, September 26
th   

began with Wendy Murphy, 

who started the discussion on “Transcending Differences to End Interpersonal Violence Across the 

Lifespan.”  Nine other panelists, including Jacquelyn Campbell, Kathleen Faller, Kevin Hamberger, 

Honore Hughes, Alyce LaViolette, Jacki McKinney, Alan Rosenbaum, Colin Ross, Jackie White and 

Oliver Williams contributed to this discussion and represented many of the trailblazers that have devoted 

more than 25 years to advancement in the fields of violence, abuse and trauma. The Monarch School 

Steel Drum Band and Charley Thweatt helped to bring the ceremonies to a wonderfully musical close for 

the over 500 attendees.. The overall evaluations revealed that participants felt both the Opening and 

Closing Plenaries were richly inspirational, moving and motivating.  DVDs of these events and the videos 

shown during them are available for purchase on our website. 

  

Partial & Full Fee Scholarships 

 

 As in years past, IVAT was able to offer partial and full-fee scholarships to volunteers, planning 

committee members, presenters, and international attendees. Presenters were given a 50% discount on 

registration fees, and each scholarship request was given the opportunity to volunteer in exchange for 

registration fees.  IVAT and FVSAI make every effort to ensure those who cannot afford to attend (such 

as students and those who cannot acquire funding) are offered an alternative so they are able to gain the 

knowledge and information the Conference provides. A total of 34 Planning Committee members 

received waived registration fees. Over 145 presenters also received partial fee waivers, and 100 Invited 

Speakers received full-waived registration fees. Over 80 volunteers received waived Conference 

registration fees.

Volunteers

other tasks.  Collectively, the volunteers supported the Conference with over 1,000 hours of crucial 

support.  The commitment of volunteers and their contribution to the Conference were invaluable.  As 

expressed by many of them, this was an enriching opportunity to be part of this unique training and 

networking event. Many of them were enthusiastic about returning next year to work for the 15
th
 

International Conference. 
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Continuing Education 

 

More than 250 professionals received continuing education credits for attending Affiliated 

Training Institutes, Conference, or Post-Conference workshops.  The Institute on Violence, Abuse and 

Trauma is a recognized provider and sponsors continuing education for psychologists, social workers, 

marriage & family therapists, nurses, substance abuse and other certified counselors, and attorneys.  

IVAT also received certification for this Conference to provide continuing education to peace officers 

(Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training), and Category One Continuing Medical 

Education Credits from the University of California, San Diego School of Medicine.  The Judicial 

Council of California approved the Conference for child custody evaluator credits, The San Diego 

Domestic Violence Council (SDDVC) Treatment and Intervention Committee sponsored continuing 

education for Domestic Violence Offender Treatment Providers (DVOTP), and Association of Traumatic 

Stress Specialists (ATSS) approved the Conference for credits towards Trauma Specialist certifications.  

The 15
th
 International Conference on Violence, Abuse and Trauma will see these expand, with 

plans to potentially include additional continuing education opportunities for probation officers, and for 

certification programs within the Conference. 

 

Exhibitors  

 

There were 50 exhibitors at the Conference this year, including exhibitor displays in the Grand 

Foyer from the Silent Witness project from Women’s Resource Center in Oceanside, Silent Companions 

from the Rancho Coastal Humane Society, The F-Word from The Forgiveness Project in Great Britain, 

the Clothesline Project from GenderPeace of San Diego County (featuring 100 T-shirts designed 

individually by domestic violence survivors), and Puppies Behind Bars (documentary photographs by Ian 

Wingfield, portraying one example of  extremely mutually successful service-dog training programs in 

many state and federal prisons). Exhibitors included organizations, state and federal government agencies 

in the field of family violence, trauma, child maltreatment, and sexual assault, as well as artisans, 

publishers, and vendors. Local area artisans were invited to participate this year, featuring jewelers, wood 

workers, potters, and glass fusionists, who added colorful, creative elements. The take-one table had 

abundant valuable information from various agencies and collaborating organizations.  

 

Bookstore 

 

The IVAT Bookstore offers books, videos, games, and other educational resources for clinicians, 

advocates, attorneys, nurses, social service and criminal justice personnel, and others at a reduced rate.  

The Bookstore offered hundreds of titles, including treatment manuals, videos, and books related to 

family violence, trauma, child maltreatment, elder abuse, youth violence, and sexual assault.  Nearly 625 

books, videos, games, and other educational resources were sold at the Conference this year. 
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National Partnership to End Interpersonal Violence Across the Lifespan (NPEIV) 

 

IVAT’s departments of special projects and training organized, executed and co-hosted a two-day 

Think Tank for the National Partnership to End Interpersonal Violence Across the Lifespan 

(NPEIV), which was comprised of approximately 70 prominent researchers, practitioners, policy 

makers, advocates, consumers, and funders in the related fields of interpersonal violence. There were 

several goals for the Think Tank.  They were to: address gaps and issues facing the field of interpersonal 

violence prevention; develop a blueprint plan for action for one, three, and five years; integrate fields in 

the study of violence; link research, practice, and policy; develop a format for a 2010 Summit and set up 

additional planning meetings; and refine the National Partnership mission, vision, and tasks for setting a 

national priority to end interpersonal violence. In addition, 11 Action Team Working Groups were 

established, chairs and co-chairs were selected. 

 

Think Tank members were divided into the Action Team Working Groups that included: Public 

Awareness, Training & Mentoring, Practice, Research, Funding/Development, Public Policy, Community 

Action/Capacity Building, Technology, Dissemination/Translation of Research, Outreach & Networking, 

and Publicity/Public Relations.  Each group was to create a plan of action for goals, tasks, and areas of 

improvement within their group for the following year.  

 

A summary of information gained from the Think Tank meeting is being developed with a 

resulting report provided to all participants for feedback.  IVAT staff and student volunteers from Alliant 

International University will be developing this report for dissemination to the more than 125 members of 

the Think Tank and partnering organizations, agencies, and coalitions.  Similarly, the information 

gathered during the Think Tank will be utilized for funding opportunities for The NPEIV and subsequent 

Think Tank meetings.  IVAT is the fiscal agent for the NPEIV. 

 

A recommendation resulting from the Think Tank was to create awareness and cohesiveness 

between and among agencies in order to form an organized alliance.  As a result, identification of areas of 

focus and the development and submission of funding proposals need to begin. Also, a recommendation 

was to create trainings to educate those in the field to be culturally competent, competent within 

disciplines, and competent to recognize a person or community’s individual experiences. As a result, 

evidence-based best practices can be identified and established;,creating a framework to integrate into 

existing organizations for optimized community care.  

 

The National Partnership to End Interpersonal Violence Across the Lifespan will follow up 

with a meeting in Dallas, TX, in February, 2010. This partnership has unequalled potential to forge a new 

path in the field of interpersonal violence prevention nationally, with the Institute on Violence, Abuse and 

Trauma helping to facilitate the logistics. 
 

Future Conference Goals 

 

IVAT’s vision is to hold an annual International Conference that offers the opportunity for 

individuals to network with others in the field and to exchange the most up-to-date information, research, 

techniques, and programs.  The Conference involves government agencies and national organizations as 

sponsors and collaborators of the event, which helps to ensure that we are in touch with projects that 

affect the interpersonal violence and trauma fields on local, state, national, and international levels. 

Working together on this major event is a partnership that will ultimately provide the best in training and 

education, and ultimately offer positive changes and future challenges for us to address as a collective 

team.  Our focus is to train professionals working with children, victims, families, and offenders, address 

controversial issues, and participate in positive policy, changing strategies for the benefit of all victims.   
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For 2010, we hope to increase our collaboration with the international community that works in 

the areas of violence, abuse, and trauma prevention.  It is also a goal to increase the participation and 

collaboration with the Armed Services, Law Enforcement, Federal Agencies and educators.  Finally, 

IVAT would like to increase the involvement of direct-service agencies and their consumers.  

 

Each year, we hold an open and competitive Call for Submissions to elicit the best presentations 

that address the numerous topics embracing the large umbrella of violence, abuse and trauma.  The 15th 

International Conference on Violence, Abuse and Trauma will be held September 12-15, 2010, in San 

Diego, CA, again at the Town and Country Hotel & Resort.  We always welcome new partnerships and 

collaborations.  Our goals are 1,400 attendees, 160 active collaborators, 50 exhibitors, and 25 co-

sponsors.
